	Scholars will enter the room and answer preliminary questions which will test their knowledge of ecosystems and characteristics of livingthings.  Scholars will look at each of the environments and describe which is an ecosystem and why.  Scholars will be reminded that we have not learned this yet and it will be acceptable to give a wrong answer.



	Exploration

	Scholars will then take notes on the definition of an ecosystem, biotic factors, abiotic factors, and examine different examples.  Scholars will brainstorm several example of their own.  We will then review the objective, agenda, and HW.  Scholars will share out their examples and use discussion to peer review examples.



	Explanation

	Scholars will then choose one of the ecosystems from the images provided to describe the illustration or copy it.  Then scholars will write the definition of an ecosystem into their own words.  Scholars will then write down the definition for biotic and abiotic factors.

	Extension
___ min. 
	Scholars will return to their graphic organizer and line up at the door.  On their way out scholars will grab a clipboard and head towards the school's garden.  Scholars will be lined up into groups of 5.  Scholars will be assigned different stations within the garden to assess the existence of abiotic and biotic factors.  These areas will include not only the sections of the garden, but the parking lot and unfinished section of the garden.  Scholars will enter each abiotic and biotic factor into their graphic organizer and be notified that the group with the most examples  receive five bonus points.

	Scholars will then move to the back of their worksheet and have time to work independently on describing biotic and abiotic factors.  Scholars will then share out their categorization of the abiotic and biotic factors and we will have this written down on a T-Chart placed on chart paper at the front of the class. Scholars will also list abiotic and biotic factors found on the picture at the bottom of the worksheet and we will also categorize these factors on the same T-sheet.
