	Distribute packets to students, instruct them to complete quickwrite on page 1. 
	Reconvene student’s attention by countdown. Invite students to share responses. Explain the purpose of the unit and outcomes. Distribute folders to students, explain that everything related to project will be kept in their folders. Generate a discussion by asking certain questions.
	After discussion, direct students to complete the K and W portion of the KWL chart on page 2 of the packet. Wait 10 minutes, then direct students to turn and talk to the person sitting across from them about what they wrote using accountable talk – “I agree because ____”, “I disagree because _____”, etc. Then share out as a class. 
	Select students in a popcorn reading of “Blue Crabs and Pollution.”

	Read “unit task” on page 1 and note reactions in a quickwrite.
	Follow along with teacher, flipping through pages of packet. Respond to discussion questions: “What do you already know about the environment? How is the human population changing? What does sustainability mean? What have you heard or seen about ‘being green?’ How can you ‘be green?’”
	Complete KW portion of KWL chart about sustainability, the environment and the human population. Discuss with partner the points that developed. 
	Read portion of article as called upon, respond to CFU questions on back of article.
