Hello Volunteers! EcoFest is just days away and we are very excited that you are joining us for this great day of green programming and activities. Here are some of the details you will need to navigate your volunteer shift. 

EcoFest is taking place Saturday, April 21, 2012 in Druid Hill Park, 3100 Swann Drive, Baltimore, MD 21217. Did you know that Druid Hill Park ranks with Central Park in NYC and Fairmount Park in Philadelphia as one of the oldest landscaped public parks in the United States? Here is a link to a map of Druid Hill Park. We recommend you enter the park using the Madison Ave./Swann Drive entrance (Madison Ave. turns into Swann Drive once you cross Druid Park Lake Drive and enter the park).You may park anywhere public parking is allowed. This excludes any of the sections roped off for vendor parking. 

All volunteers will check-in at the Baltimore Green Works table on the corner of Swann Drive and Pimlico Drive. You will see our table right at the entrance to the closed off section where vendors will be. Hannah Beecher will be your Volunteer Coordinator from 9:30 a.m.-1:00 p.m. and I will be your Volunteer Coordinator from 1:00-6:00 p.m.. If you are running late, having trouble finding us, or need to cancel your volunteer slot on the day of the event, please call Christina Nutile at (410) 952-0334. After 1:00, you can reach me at (410) 507-5727. 

**A special note for “Set-up” folks: We have changed the time from 9:00 to 9:30 a.m. We feel this will be plenty of time to help get the vendor tables set-up for the event. In fact, you may be done a bit early and have a little stretch of time to enjoy the park before EcoFest officially begins at noon. Feel free to roam around and get a birds-eye view on the happenings!

Good news: Chipotle will be providing burritos for our volunteers! Burritos will arrive around noon, so a big thank you to Chipotle for feeding our hungry helpers. Please remember to bring your own water bottle.
